Tourist Guide 

1. Stanley and Its Market
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Many years ago, Stanley was merely a little fishing village in the southern part of Hong Kong Island.  The local Chinese relied on the sea for a living. Ever since Qing Dynasty, Stanley has already been a place accommodating both the Chinese and the Western people. Nowadays, Stanley has still preserved the traditional colour of its small fishing village on the one hand and the strong European passion on the other.

Apart from beautiful beaches, the open market around Stanley New Street and Stanley Market Road is also a popular tourist attraction. The first store was opened in 1973.  There are shops and stalls on either side of Stanley Market Road selling clothing of various brand names, souvenirs and ornaments. 

At the other end of the street, you can find many bars and restaurants.  It is a great place for you to taste different kinds of food. The Old Stanley Police Station was also converted into a Western-style restaurant.

2. Stanley Plaza and the Murray House
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The Stanley Plaza is situated near Ma Hang Estate. It comprises a large shopping centre, the nostalgic European style Murray House and the Village Square. Murray House, in particular, was reconstructed as Stanley "landmark'. It was one of the oldest colonial buildings in Hong Kong and was dismantled in 1982 to make way for the construction of the Bank of China building in Central and Western District. The materials were carefully removed piece by piece and rebuilt in Stanley.

While we are turning to the new millennium, the "new" Murray House becomes a stylish building of a bygone era offering modern specialty dining places and retail stores in Stanley.

A gallery around the lobby area is designated to display valuable exhibits from the "old" Murray House to give public and tourists an insight into the building's historic background.
